13. Any Association sponsored project must have the apprdvaedExecutive Committee.

V : Travel Badges/ Dangles:

A travel form will be printed in the calendar for membarnshing to earn a travel badge and/or yearly
dangle. Travel Dangles are awarded to any dancer thaegdammine(9) different SVSRDA dances,
which includes:- (a) all SVSRDA membelub nights (including your own club); (bboth Open Dances
put on by SVSRDA; and (@ny Open Dance put on by SVSRDA clubs that are in addition to, & sefgara
from, a regular club-night dance. Forms must be signetthdyClub or a Dance Caller/Cuer (or officer of
the Club or SVSRDA in attendance) and dated. The aategblform will be submitted to the appropriate
SVSRDA officer by April . The presentation of badges & dangles will take pédée Mother’'s Day
Dance.

VI: Association Dances:

The Executive Committee will hire callers/cuers forsdaation dances. Basics, Mainstream, and Rounds
will be offered at all Association dances.
